Call for Abstracts

The theme of this year's AERE summer workshop is Energy and the Environment. We are looking for both theoretical and applied economic research related to the broad topic of energy and the environment.  Issues could include but are not limited to:

•
Energy-related policy design, including impacts of different market-based mechanisms;

•
Renewable fuels: Supply, demand, and incorporation of general equilibrium considerations into life-cycle analyses of environmental and land use impacts;

•
Uncertainty and discounting: when do they really matter for economic decisionmaking?

•
Economic and environmental implications of continued use of fossil fuels; 

•
Magic bullets can still hurt: evaluating the possible costs & benefits from large increases in solar, wind, and other renewable energy sources;

•
Issues in transportation and fuel use: modeling consumer behavior, infrastructure and fleet changes, different market-based approaches to incorporate transportation externalities (e.g., gas tax vs. feebates vs. CAFE), interaction with climate policy, etc.

•
Global climate change, including regulatory interactions, domestic benefits from climate policy, the effects of second (or third) best climate policies, etc.

About 10 to 12 papers will be accepted, with discussants for each paper. Papers will also be accepted for a concurrent poster session. Discussants and Presenters of Papers and Posters must be current AERE members.

The workshop will be held at the Resources for the Future conference facility in Washington, DC from Thursday evening, June 18 to Saturday afternoon, June 20. The workshop will provide ample opportunities for discussion and interaction among authors, discussants, and the audience, and we welcome the participation of graduate students.

To present a paper or poster at this workshop, please submit an abstract of no longer than three pages, double-spaced, to Daniel Hellerstein.  Submit abstracts by e-mail ONLY to danielh@ers.usda.gov. Please put "AERE Workshop 2009" in the subject line. Abstracts are due by January 30, 2009. Please indicate whether the abstract should be considered only as a paper, only as a poster, or as either a paper or a poster. 

Authors will be notified of the status of their submissions by March 6, 2009. Accepted papers are due May 18, 2009 and must not be published before the time of the workshop. Papers will be posted on the AERE website prior to the workshop.

Travel expenses of paper presenters (one per paper) will be covered up to a maximum of $1,000, including airfare, ground transportation, hotel, meals (if not otherwise provided), and incidental workshop-related expenses. All expenses must be documented with original receipts. The registration fee for paper presenters will be waived. Poster presentations will appear on the program, and the registration fee for one presenter per poster will also be waived. However, poster presenters will not receive the travel subsidy.
